1. Day One -
Lichen Planus * is a common pruritic disease of the skin and mucus membranes that typically occurs in adults, affecting both males and females equally. Many view it as an autoimmune disease. The lecture will include details discussion of the common and hypertrophic forms as well as lichen planus of the mouth, tongue and genitals.

Alopecia Areata * A common autoimmune disease, but unlike many autoimmune diseases, there is no permanent destruction of the target cells, which means that regrowth of hair is a distinct possibility when correct treatment is applied.
2. Day Two –
Day Two will be mostly devoted to Cases from Mazin’s Practice. Interesting or difficult cases that were not included on the Dermatology Diploma Course will be presented. In addition to revisiting some common conditions such as psoriasis, various forms of eczema (including finger tip eczema, eyelid eczema) where novel or unusual treatments were employed; other cases with diseases such as Para-psoriasis (Digitate Dermatosis), Panniculitis, Disseminated Granuloma Annular, Exfoliative Cheilitis, MRSA Ulceration, Polymorphic Light Eruption and others will also be presented (Although some of these diseases are not so commonly seen as the conditions we’ve already covered, none-the-less formula constructions used highlight important treatment concepts in dermatology).
Viral Warts* A very common papilloma virus of the skin and mucus membrane. In addition to common warts, we will discuss the treatment of the smooth flesh coloured plane warts that typically appear on the face.
* Important skin diseases (Lichen Planus, Alopecia Areata, Viral Warts) that were not covered on the Dermatology Diploma Course, and in future will be included as part of the extended course.
3. Day Three –
Inflammatory Bowel Disease includes both ulcerative colitis and Crohn’s disease, (although the focus will be on the former). The two conditions lead to ulceration of the mucosa of the gastro-intestinal tract, abdominal pains, diarrhea, and frequent bouts of rectal bleeding. It typically affects young adults in the prime of their life, and is a cause of much morbidity.
Allergic Asthma: It is now estimated that one in every four children living in cities within the western world suffers with asthma (5.2 million adults and children in the UK are currently receiving treatment for asthma), and there is much evidence to support the fact that many people are developing increasingly more severe forms of the disease. Morbidity and mortality from this common condition remains a substantial clinical problem despite considerable funding into new drug therapies.
